Directions:  (DO NOT CONSULT GOOGLE MAPS!) From I-81 North or South: Exit 77 (Manada Hill/Hershey Exit; 
Rt. 39), east toward Hershey.  Proceed just over 1 mile the traffic signal at Rt. 22; make a left (north) onto Rt. 
22.  Proceed 2.5 miles north on Rt. 22 then make a right onto Sand Beach Road.  Proceed 2.3 miles on Sand 
Beach Road, then left onto Level Road.  Make first right onto driveway for the large barn with the green roof.   
 

From I-83: in Harrisburg, take I-83 to 322 East to Hershey.  Take exit for Hersheypark Attractions – Rt. 39. Go 
about 2 miles and make a left to stay onto Rt. 39.  After about a half mile, make a right onto East Canal Street.  
After about 1.4 miles, East Canal Street ends at Sand Beach Road.  Make a left onto Sand Beach Road.  
Proceed for about 1.2 miles, make a right onto Level Road.  Make first right onto driveway for the large barn 
with the green roof.   
 

Please park on the left unless you need handicapped parking, which is at the top of the parking lot, 
immediately in front of the barn.  Potty area and entrance to barn are on the left as you are facing the barn.
